DAY 2: PARIS

Welcome to Paris, the City of Light. You're
greeted at the airport by your specially trained
Language Immersion Program Director, who

will be with you throughout your tour. Get
acquainted with the city on a walking tour along
the Seine. As you cross over the river, watch the
bouquinistes selling old books and postcards,
and catch glimpses of the Conciergerie and St.
Chapelle from the Pont Neuf. Make your way to
Notre Dame Cathedral and continue through the
Latin Quarter, where the most famous university
in Paris, the Sorbonne, was founded in 1253.

DAY 3: PARIS

Today’s Theme: Parisian History—The land
on which Paris stands has been inhabited for
over 10,000 years, passing through the hands
of countless emperors, kings, and rulers. Paris,
which became the capital of France around 987
AD, has been a cultural beacon for the rest of
Europe for several centuries. Once the largest
city in the world (a title it lost in the 1800s), Paris
is now full of art, architecture, and monuments
that echo its past glory.
