Overlooking the San Carlos plain and
the Pacific lowlands, this mile-high volcano has
been active for the past 7,000 years. Not only
does the volcano serve as a watershed for the
lake, but it also provides thermal energy for
the nearby hot springs. Relax in these naturally
heated pools; then, walk to the bottom of the
spectacular La Fortuna Waterfall.

Completed by the United
States in 1914, the 51-mile canal not only
revolutionized international trade by bridging
the Atlantic and Pacific oceans, it also signaled
America’s emergence as a global superpower.
Learn about this modern marvel—including
how 22,000 workers lost their lives during its
34-year construction—and see it in action at its
Pacific entrance.

— Take a boat tour of Gatun Lake
and see Monkey Island.
