–	�Enjoy a traditional hangi dinner complete with a 
Maori song and dance performance.

Day 7: Brisbane | Sunshine Coast
–	�Fly to Brisbane.
–	�Travel to the Sunshine Coast.

Days 8-9: Fraser Island
–	�Travel via Glasshouse Mountains and		

Noosa National Park.
–	�Take a ferry to Fraser Island, stepping stone to 

the Great Barrier Reef. While here, be on the 
lookout for native wildlife, including wild horses, 
known here as “brumbies.”

–	�Stay at the beautiful Kingfisher Bay Resort, 
which has been carefully designed to coexist 
with the island’s ecological systems and even 
has on-site rangers.

Days 10-11: Surfers Paradise

–	�Continue on to Surfers Paradise.
